Linguistic definitions

There are numerous linguistic definitions that are used to identify the Ergjlisaking population in Québec. The choice of linguistic indicator
depends largely on the issue being examined. These praflesheFirst Official Language SpoK@OLS) definition with multiple responses
proportionally distributed since it best reflects the total Englsgieaking health service users in the province. First Official Language Spoken is
derived from three census questions: knowledge of official laiggs, mother tongue and home language. Dual responses are divided equally
among Englisispeaking and Frenespeaking groups. Other definitions includlether tonguewhich refers to the first language learned at home
in childhood and still understood. Thenguage most often spoken at horiseused to designate the home languag@owledge of official
languagedndicates the official language in which a person can carry on a conversatiolnthege used most often at woirkdicates the
language spoken most frequently at work.

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Among Englisispeaking women in RTS de I'Oudstllle-de-Montréal, 29.1% were aged 15 to 34 years. This was higher than the
proportion reported for Frencispeaking women (26.2%) and similar to the proportion for the total Engfislaking population (30.6%).
